A farm operation is defined as “...the land and on-farm buildings, equipment, manure processing and
handling facilities, and practices which contribute to the production, preparation and marketing of crops, livestock
and livestock products as a commercial enterprise....” (Section 301, Article 25-AA of the Agriculture and Markets

Law).

All applications requiring an Agricultural Data Statement must be referred to the County Planning

Department in accordance with amended Sections 239- m and 239-n of the General Municipal Law.
